who participated in the March 10, 1969, peaceful sit-in at the President’s office, which resulted in the police arresting  
fifty-two students who were forced to spend the night at Parchman Penitentiary. The campus and community events  

leading to the sit-in and the aftermath of the protest will also be highlighted.
