The Ken Kesey Papers is a collection compiled by Oregonian novelist, essayist, and
counterculture figure, Ken Kesey. The collection contains correspondence, manuscripts and
publications, personal journals and artwork, event and tour material, press clippings, personal
memorabilia, and creative works by members of his artistic circle, the Merry Pranksters.

Among a large selection of writings, which consists of short stories, articles, and screenplays,
the collection contains original draft manuscripts and notes for eight novel-length works,
including One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest and Sometimes a Great Notion.

Ken Kesey was an internationally renowned
Oregonian author and counterculture figure most
famous for his book One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s

¥ Nest (first published in 1962), and his psychedelic

cross-country bus tour immortalized in Tom

% :.:v Wolfe’s Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test. Kesey was

born in La Junta, Colorado in 1935 and died in

Eugene, Oregon in 2001. He attended the

University of Oregon, graduating in 1957 after
studying journalism and communication.
Following the publication of One Flew Over the
Cuckoo’s Nest (1962) and Sometimes a Great
Notion (1964), Kesey took a hiatus from writing
until 1971. It was during this hiatus where Kesey
and “his band of Merry Pranksters” took their

- cross-country bus trip to the New York World'’s

Fair. From 1971 until his death, Kesey continued
to write, make public appearances, perform, and
organize gatherings of Pranksters and fans in the
spirit of the original bus trip.

Harry C. Monk Ornithological Papers

The Special Collections Division at the Nashville Public Library announces the grand re-opening
of the Harry C. Monk Papers. Monk was an avid ornithologist in Nashville, Tennessee, and this
nearly 24 cubic foot collection holds his extraordinarily detailed bird and butterfly observations
spanning 60 years, from the 1910s to the 1970s. Items include observation journals, species
cards, occurrence records, locality records of favorite or frequent birding spots near Nashville,
documents from the Tennessee Ornithological Society, correspondence with and records from
other Tennessee ornithologists, including noted female ornithologist Amelia Laskey, and much
more. Two summer interns, K.C. New (2015) and Catherine Colbran (2018) assisted archivist
Linda Barnickel in processing materials that had been omitted or poorly housed during initial
processing in 1979, and aided in developing a completely new finding aid, concentrating on
intellectual arrangement and highlighting interrelationships between various record types
within Monk's collection. The collection may be seen by appointment by contacting the Special
Collections reference desk at 615-862-5782.
